MINUTES 

 

 

June 26, 2012 

 

The Windham Water Pollution Control Authority held its meeting on June 26, 2012 at the 
Windham Wastewater Treatment Facility Conference Room.  Chairman Rene Goss 
called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M.  Members present were Patti Lein, Stanley 
Morytko, Mary Burnore and Rene Goss.  Also present was Plant Superintendent David 
Garand. 
 
1) Public Comment 

 

There was no public comment. 
 
2) Correspondence 

 

There was no correspondence. 
 
3) Approval of Minutes 

 

The minutes of May 22, 2012 were approved.  Motion made by Patti Lein and seconded 
by Stanley Morytko.  Voting in favor of the motion were Patti Lein, Stanley Morytko and 
Rene Goss. Mary Burnore abstained as she was not present at the meeting.  So voted. 
 
4) Reports 

 
Chairman’s Report 

 

a) Chairman Goss referred to the town’s new healthcare plan.  Plant Superintendent 
Garand said the Teamsters will keep their own insurance.  Goss said the new plan is 
supposed to save the town approximately $46,000 a month, but they need to come up 
with $1,500,000.up front.  He questioned where the money would come from.   
 
 b) Goss questioned the status of the Willimantic Camp Meeting Association’s septic 
issues.  Plant Superintendent Garand referred to the letter from Dennis Grecci of D.E.E.P. 
which addressed the concerns of both the Camp Meeting Association and the W.P.C.A.  
Mr. Garand said he forwarded this information to Mr. Joseph Boucher P.E., who 
appeared before the W.P.C.A. in April along with Mr. Jerry Iazzetta from the Camp 
Meeting Association.  He said he has not received a response from them.  He said the two 
options discussed were an on-site sewer system or connecting to the Town of Windham 
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sewer line. He said this situation definitely needs to be addressed as it has been identified 
as a health hazard by the CT D.E.E.P. 
 
Plant Superintendent’s Report 

 

Construction 

 

Contractors are working on punch list completion. He said contractors still working on 
site are the painting contractors.  Secondary Clarifier #1 is off line for equipment 
replacement.  All submerged surfaces: removing and reapplying failed paint:  Sherwin 
Williams agreed to warranty material and labor on failed paint. 
 
Siemens (Secondary Clarifiers): Paying for additional warranty work to improve clarifier 
performance. 
 
Plant Performance 

 

All permit requirements were met for the month of May.  Garand reviewed the May 2012 
Effluent Quality Report.  He added that everything is going well. 
 
Administration & Finance 

 

a) Monthly Budget Report – Garand reviewed the Monthly Budget Report for the 
period through May 31, 2012.  Revenue is $3,140,897.  This is 92% of revenue collected 
with 92% of the year complete.  Garand said we are right on track with the budget.  
Expenditures total $3,046,966.  This is 90% of budget spent with 92% of the year 
complete.  Garand reviewed line items which were adjusted to include invoices that were 
due in May. 
 
b) A/R Aging Summary -  Garand reviewed the Aging Summary dated May 1, 2012.  
He said we will have to write off the money owed by El Pilon Restaurant because they 
are out of business.  He said the Aero Diner business owner is not listed as the property 
owner.  The Revenue Collector’s Office will be sending a letter to the property owners 
explaining that the property owners will become responsible for the water/sewer bill and 
not the tenant. He added that this will allow the Town to lien the property if the bills are 
not paid. 
 
c) Significant Non-recurring Expenses 

 
Garand reviewed the significant non-recurring expenses May 20, 2012 to June 11, 2012.  
These expenses include floor cleaning, tech support (maintenance software program), 
Lakeside tie-in,  D.E.E.P. Nitrogen credit purchase, NPDES permit renewal.  Also 
Vogelsang rotary lobe pump inspection, U.P.S. batteries for the computers, engineering 
costs payable to Wright Pierce, and legal fees for the Carlin Construction claim, N.I.C. 
charges for instrumentation connections to the new Lakeside unit and manhole covers 
and risers. 
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d) MultiBank Securities – Garand reviewed the Multi-Bank Securities Quarterly Report.  
He explained purchase price versus market price.  He said at the present time we have 
$10,384,000 worth of maturities (purchase price).  He added that 29 securities will be 
maturing next year. 
 
Customer Relations - There were no blockages in our lines through June 26, 2012. 
 
As there was no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:20 P.M.  Motion made 
by Mary Burnore and seconded by Patti Lein.  The motion carried unanimously.
