
   
WINDHAM TOWN COUNCIL  
PUBLIC HEARING MINUTES 
 
WINDHAM TOWN HALL AUDITORIUM 
 
Tuesday, October 19, 2010 – 5:30 P.M. 
 
 
The Town of Windham Council held a Public Hearing on October 19, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. 
in the Windham Town Hall Auditorium, 979 Main Street, Willimantic, Connecticut, to 
continue to hear public comment on the following ordinance that was proposed on 
September 21, 2010: 
 
• An ordinance setting a 20,000 lb. weight limit on Card Street 
 

  
Call to Order 
Mayor Eldridge called the Town of Windham Public Hearing to order at 5:30 p.m. to 
hear comments regarding setting an ordinance that sets a 20,000 lb. weight limit on Card 
Street. Mayor Eldridge explained the hearing was a continuation of September 21, 2010 
public hearing and stated the Council would only hear those people who hadn't 
previously spoken.  
  
Public Comments regarding setting an ordinance that sets a 20,000 lb. weight limit 
on Card Street 
  
Ann King of 530 Pleasant Street presented a power point presentation showing the 
concerns of some residents in the Pleasant Street and Card Street area. Mrs. King stated 
that since the Mitlitsky business began in 1968 it has grown considerably. She 
said originally the business had 8 or so trucks however now it is more of a food 
warehouse and distribution center serving 5 states. She is concerned with the possible 
expansion of the business and believes the Mitlitsky's should move to a light industrial 
area. She feels by moving it would benefit the their business as well. She noted a number 
of trucks pass through the narrow neighborhood roads at all times of the day and 
night (36 trips over a 24 hour period) and she believes this is having a negative impact on 
the neighborhood. She is in favor of the ordinance. 
 
Jean deSmet, Willimantic, stated Mitlitsky's business is not an egg farm and it works 
against farmers. She indicated that the Mayor and Town Manager had recently joined the 
AGvocate committee, which helps local farmers. She doesn't want people to be 
intimidated by the Attorneys and would like the Lebanon decision to be researched 
further. She feels Lebanon is receiving the tax revenue and the Town of Windham is 
getting nothing. She is in favor or the ordinance. 
 



Ruth Berube, stated the Mitlitsky's could build even more buildings and we should 
stop that now. 
 
Melanie Turner, Card Street, stated the Mitlitsky's said they would be out of business if 
this ordinance passed.  
 
Jack Pelto, Card Street, asked what a good neighbor was. He noted he also has a business 
however before he began he checked with his neighbors prior to going to the Zoning 
Board. He said the Mitlitsky's never support any community events. 
John Postemsky, Windham, is concerned with taxes. He feels truck traffic will certainly 
increase if the Mitlitsky's continue their business however this may be part of the solution 
for revenue. 
 
Sheri Major, Card Street, is concerned about the children and their safety. She feels there 
could be a tragic accident and explained how a recent incident nearly caused an accident.  
 
David Fenn, Windham, believes the issue is more about the quality of life for the 
residents. He feels the value of homes will be depreciated. 
  
Donna Reynolds, Card Street, feels that Lebanon let their residents down and would like 
to see Windham do the right thing. She described an incident when a truck went up on a 
lawn to pass a school bus. She feels the Mitlitsky's business is too big for the area and 
that they don't care about their neighbors. 
 
Ed Hall, Mansfield, said he is a contractor and the weight limit would keep him from 
working in the area. He is glad he doesn't live here. 
 
Jay Tuttle, Card Street, stated he is also in the construction business and there are already 
laws in place, such as speed limits. He is more concerned with speeding cars and 
motorcycles and no police are patrolling the area. He feels there are many other places in 
town that trucks have a hard time making the corners. He thinks we need to talk to the 
Mitlitsky's and come to a solution.  
  
Dan Reynolds submitted a letter to the Council in favor of the ordinance. Four other 
letters were submitted from residents unable to be present. All letters will be submitted at 
the Town Council meeting tonight at 7:00 pm.  
  
Mayor Eldridge noted no further comments or questions.  
  
The Public Hearing closed at 5:59 PM.
